EDITORIAL:  Muslims and Riots
Tantrums to control expression have been happening within the Muslim world for generations.

 Poll results published in Indonesia’s Monitor magazine on 2 September 1990 ranking readers’ “most admired individuals” touched off violence, got the magazine closed, and got the editor thrown in jail when Mohammed landed in eleventh place.   (Human Rights Watch: hrw.org/reports/pdfs/p/indonesia/indonesi914.pdf  

Suggestion by a journalist in November 2002 that Mohammed would probably have liked to marry a Miss World contestant inflamed riots that killed over 200 people, caused demands for the journalist’s execution, and got the contest moved out of Nigeria. Muslim fundamentalists live in a house of cards which even the slightest breeze of free expression threatens to bring crashing down. They avoid critical inquiry which might reveal internal inconsistency and use intimidation rather than scholarship for persuasion. As a result, the battle against free expression has spilled beyond Muslim boundaries to the cartoon pages of the Western world.

Fundamentalist Islam equates power with truth. “Allah hu Akhbar! (God is great) reflects God’s primary character in Islam. Power rather than internal consistency validates reality.

This approach to truth partly explains many things. It helps explain irrational resentment of Israel. This tiny country more powerful than its neighbors actually threatens to invalidate the whole Muslim world view. It explains why Muslims can be so upset with cartoon depictions of Muhammad, yet draw their own disgusting cartoons of Jews and Christians. It explains why violent demonstrations against these cartoons aren’t perceived to contradict assertions that Islam is a peaceful religion. It explains why many Muslim heads of state retain public approval despite abusing power, breaking laws and behaving arbitrarily. MAJOR NEW BOOK  Tentmaking: business as mission  by Patrick Lai.   Patrick Lai is well known to many in tentmaking circles, mainly because of his work on classifying the different sorts of tentmakers and also his involvement in business as mission.  He is a long term practitioner, researcher and trainer and in this book, he has offered a great service to the tentmaking movement.

The book is the first of two to emerge out of research he did for a doctoral thesis on the effectiveness of tentmakers, picking up the earlier work of Don Hamilton and taking it a great deal further.

His book is aimed particularly at people engaged in business as mission but it has tremendous value for all tentmakers.  It is practical, realistic, challenging and certainly field tested.  It is also substantial  (over 400 pages) and represents the most significant writing of the last decade in this area for tentmaking in general.

All I can say to leaders, learners and practitioners within the tentmaking movement, whether job makers or takers, is get it and absorb it and rejoice in the boost it gives to the movement as a whole.  Derek Christensen

AFTB in Brazil is now offering some forms of training in partnership with the Evangelical Missions Center (Tonica is the director of the Mission Training Programme). 
a) We offer a training that requires students to take some classes at our school, or at modules offered in some other cities, 6 modules that demand them to be present and interact with other students and trainers. But most modules (12) are offered as a Distance Learning programme. 
b) at the request of the Brazilian Association of Mission Agencies we are preparing a special training for highly qualified professionals to respond to emergencies (like a Tsunami or Earthquake). We hope to offer this training in November, using a national holiday which allows people to be together for four days.
